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Division and Cooperation in Regional Economic Integration

——Experience of Hong Kong and Challenges for Shanghai

Abstract: Since Hong Kong began its economic transition with per capita $5000 GDP in
the 1980s, it has changed into an international financial center,a hub of transportation and ship-
ping. Presently, promotion of the integration of Hong Kong with Zhujiang River Delta economy
has started. The paper, by employing the economic analysis and comparison between the two re-
gions,analyses the opportunities and challenges faced by the economic growth of Shanghai. It
points out that Shanghai should learn from the experiences of Hong Kong,catch the emerging
opportunities of global trend of the investment movement of manufacturing industry into Yan-
gtze River Delta and local service industry, to promote regional division and cooperation, and
construct Shanghai into one of the four international centers and an influential cosmopolis.
